3e McKinney Adopt-a-School
Goals and objectives:  To adopt all 8 Title I McKinney ISD schools and the Title I Targeted Assistance School and to increase the mentors in the MISD Reach Mentor program by 10%.

Status:  All nine schools were adopted by November 2009 and 3e recruited more than 200 mentors (a 120% increase by December 31, 2009.
3e McKinney in partnership with eleven area churches and McKinney ISD has facilitated the adoption of nine elementary schools in McKinney ISD.  Eight of the schools are Title I schools and the ninth school is a Title I Targeted Assistance School.  The adoptions occurred after personnel from 3e McKinney worked with each campus principal to create individualized plans that function as service guides for churches and sister schools (schools within MISD that have a large parent volunteerism rate).  Each church names a lay volunteer person to serve as a liaison to coordinate the services to a specific adopted school.  All of the liaisons from the various churches meet monthly with 3e McKinney personnel to share ideas and to team on major 3e McKinney Adopt-a-School projects.  Projects common to all of the adopted schools include:  providing school supplies at the beginning of the school year to teachers and students and throughout the year as needed, mentoring through the district’s Reach Mentoring Program, supporting the campus special events through the local PTA/PTO, Thanksgiving food baskets, Christmas Care Angels, Food 4 Kids Backpack program (supplies weekend food to over 550 students each week), teacher appreciation, school beautification, Clothe-a-Child, and Adopt-a-Class (church groups serve as room parents, help with class special events, pray for the teacher each day, keep in weekly contact with teacher to meet specific needs of the students and their families as well as the teaching staff).  The 3e McKinney Adopt-a-School program began in April of 2009 with one pilot school.  The ninth school was adopted in November 2009.  

McKinney ISD:  Caldwell Elementary-McKinney First United Methodist Church Partnership:  

· 80% of the students are economically disadvantaged 

· Caldwell’s sister school is Bennett Elementary  

· Served as volunteers daily during the first week of school

· Assisted Caldwell students in sending over 100 shoe boxes filled with gifts to children in need in South America through the Operation Christmas Child program

· Provided activities and volunteers at the school’s fall festival.

McKinney ISD:  Finch Elementary-First Baptist Church McKinney Partnership: 
· 90% of the students are economically disadvantaged

· Finch’s sister school is Eddins Elementary  
· Finch served as the pilot school with FBC for the 3e Adopt-a-School program 
· FBC held a three-day summer camp for Finch students and their families

· Remodeled the teachers’ lounge and conference room

· All classes adopted by FBC members

·  Assisted Finch students in sending over 100 shoe boxes filled with gifts to children in need in South America through the Operation Christmas Child program

McKinney ISD:  Lawson Early Childhood Center-St. Gabriel Catholic Church Partnership:  
· 80% of the students are economically disadvantaged 
· Provided the students ages 8 weeks to 5 years of age with car seats

· Adopted in November 2009
McKinney ISD:  Malvern Elementary School-Stonebridge United Methodist Church Partnership:  
· 68% of the students at Malvern are economically disadvantaged

· Wolford Elementary partners with Stonebridge Methodist in serving the students, staff and families of Malvern

·  Served as volunteers in the campus parent resource center

· Assisted Malvern fourth graders in sending over 100 shoe boxes filled with gifts for children in need in South America through the Operation Christmas Child program

·  Provided school supplies and assisted the staff in delivering the supplies to the students at their homes
McKinney ISD:  Press Elementary School-Crosspoint Church Partnership:  
· 46% of the students at Press are economically disadvantaged

· Valley Creek Elementary serves as Press’s partner school 
· McKinney Christian Academy has supported many of the activities at Press through the campus liaison

·  Assisted Press students in sending over 150 shoe boxes filled with gifts for children in need in South America through the Operation Christmas Child program 

· Decorated the teacher’s lounge

· Assisted Press PTO  in campus initiated activities for all of the Press families 

·  The staff at Press is working with 3e in a collaborative venture at a local apartment to provide on-site tutoring for Press students
McKinney ISD:  Slaughter Elementary School-Four Corners Church Partnership:  
· 40% of the students at Slaughter are economically disadvantaged

· Wesley Methodist Church also provides frequent support in coordination with Corners Church 

· Provided teachers breakfast on teacher workday 
· Stage built for the students to read their own original writings

·  Corners is also partnering with the campus PTA to provide activities and volunteers for the Spring Festival

McKinney ISD:  Vega Elementary School-Vintage Church and High Pointe Church of Christ Partnership:  
· 38% of the students at Vega are economically disadvantaged

· Walker Elementary serves as the sister school for Vega

· Vega was the ninth school adopted

· Presented the children with handcrafted blankets and assisted with Christmas parties

· All of Vega’s adopting partners meet to cooperatively implement the campus Adopt-a-School plan.

McKinney ISD:  Webb Elementary School-McKinney Fellowship Bible Church Partnership:  
· 70% of the Webb students are economically disadvantaged

· Wilmeth Elementary is the partner school for Webb  
· Webb was the second school adopted

· McKinney Fellowship supported specific needs of Webb families
·  Painted and decorated the teachers’ lounge

·  Provided a monthly teacher appreciation event

·  Assisted in the school’s fall festival 
· Supplied clothes for the campus clothes closet
